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Many of you who have at-
tended or facilitated one of
our courses will be very
aware of the declaration that
we make at the end of the
courses “This part of the
wall has been rebuilt!”
We've all been challenged
by the story of how Nehe-
miah facing the destruction
of the wall of Jerusalem,
gathered the people family
by family and placed them
along the broken wall. He
then challenged them with
one hand to hold their
spears and weapons and
with the other hand to build
the wall opposite the place
where they lived. What a joy
it has been this year as peo-
ple have come on the
courses, to see their lives
impacted, the broken, burnt

Family Transformation has now
equipped facilitators in 250
churches around the world to
present the seminars. Some of
the churches present one of the
seminars, others are presenting
6 or 7 different seminars im-
pacting family and peoples
lives. We would estimate at this
point in time that over 2500

To that extent, you are not
just facilitators but “wall
builders” and “gate restor-
ers” bringing hope to people,
families and your city.
